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Dress code in effect at all times

Soft spike facility only

Offensive behavior will not be tolerated

Please keep pace to the group ahead of you

You will be held responsible for any damage you cause while at the Balfour
Golf Course

Any alcohol not purchased from Osprey Mountain Grill is considered illegal
and will be confiscated. You may be asked to leave

An 18 hole tournament will be allowed 5 hours, at which point a horn will
sound (2 short blows) and you will be required to return to the club house
During severe weather, a horn maybe sounded (1 long blow) to signal lighting
or other dangerous weather conditions. You should seek immediate shelter or
return to the clubhouse

Please repair your ball marks on the greens; and replace your divots on the
rest of the course

Please distribute a copy of the Tournament Rules & Regulations page to all
players in your tournament prior to the event for their review.

Tournament Policies

Balfour Golf Course welcomes outside groups who wish to hold their tournaments
or events at the golf course. The following are policies and regulations governing
the use of the facilities. These policies are subject to change time to time:

= All tournaments are to be booked through Head Golf Professional, Brad
Woods. No tournaments will be held on weekends in July or August. If a
shotgun start is required we strongly recommend a 1:00pm start time.

= The tournament rates start at $65.00 per player for 18 holes and $45.00 for
9 holes. This includes a gift voucher to the pro shop, green fees, and a
meal to follow in the Osprey Mountain Grill.

= Meals must be ordered through Osprey Mountain Grill, otherwise pricing
does not apply. Regular green fee rates would then be in effect.

= Slow play will not be tolerated. Please keep up to the group ahead of you.
A 5 hour time limit will be enforced; no refund will issued for unused golf.

= Dinner will be served at pre- arranged time. Dinner delays will not be
permitted.
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= Hole contests must be approved by the Head Golf Professional prior to the
start of the tournament. Fees may apply.

= Golf carts must be kept off all tee boxes, at least 30 feet from all greens,
outside all roped off areas, and kept out of the trees at all times. Failure to
comply with these rules, you maybe asked to leave.

= Renters of the golf carts will be held liable for any and all damages
resulting from improper use of the golf cart.

= Anyone damaging the course, club house, power carts, or any other
property owned or rented by the Balfour Golf Course; will be charged for
the subsequent repairs and all loss of revenue that may have resulted with
these damages.

= Alcoholic beverages are not to be brought on to the course. Beverage
carts will be available upon request.

= No vehicles are to be taken on the course, at any time. If sponsors wish to
move supplies or equipment on the course they must get prior permission
from Superintendent, Barry Studer.

= Tournament organizers must appoint a liaison to deal directly with the
Head Professional and the Osprey Mountain Grill.

= Tournament organizers must abide by all the above policies

Alcohol Service

In accordance with the British Columbia Liquor Control & Licensing Branch regulations,
all alcohol consumed must be purchased from the Osprey Mountain Grill. Any other
alcohol found on the premises will be confiscated and the individuals involved may be
asked to leave.

The legal drinking age in BC is 19. Two pieces of ID are required.
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The Day Prior to the Event

1. Confirm numbers with pro shop. (Green fees, carts, gift cards, etc.)

2. Confirm number and type of meals and time you will be eating, with Osprey
Mountain Grill.

3. Have all scorecards, proximity markers, rules &/or regulations printed out and

ready to be distributed.

Be prepared for some participants to arrive late!
